So many unsung heroes have stood by us through thick & thin, 
and I wanted you to know how much that has meant to us here at PT. We would not 

be where we are today without your continued generosity and support! 

We are now in a season that is very exciting, 
but also filled with new challenges and I felt it 
important to bring you up to date with our 
current situation. After five years we are 
needing to relocate and house over 100 of 
our clients who have been residing in our 
program at Sage Canyon Apartments in 
Temecula. We have occupied 20 – 23 units 
for just over 5 years, and have assisted 
literally thousands of people in need. We 
have been honored to serve so many through 
this program. 
With all of my heart I believe when one door 
closes, a better one…or many…are soon to 
open! God has been so faithful to our 
program and to all we serve! 
This new season is allowing us to open a New 
Discount Store ς The Divine Discount Store ς 
and also to move our housing program to 
newer and better site locations! We are now 
very determined to work towards owning our 
own properties as opposed to leasing most of 
them. This will provide more stability and 
cost effectiveness for the organization as well 
as those who enter our program.
